If you are camping or staying in the Dorm:  Bring a sleeping bag or linens , 
blanket, pillow , towel and washcloth‐‐ Sheets and blankets are not provided at the 
camp 
 
If you are staying in a semi­private or private room: linens, blanket, and pillow, 
washcloth and towel are provided. 
 
Weather:  According to the conference center information, "The weather varies 
greatly at the Ranch at all times of the year. Be prepared for both hot, sunny 
California days and cool, foggy Coastal conditions. Bring both your sweater and 
shorts!" 
 
 
 

• Your drum(s) or percussion instrument(s)! 
 

• Tape recorder and tapes or other recording device with extra batteries,
